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The Worthiness of the International Symposium and Meeting
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Sport for people with mental health problems had not been established at an international organisation
and games levels as at April 2012. Moreover, it was not clear which nations promoted sport for people
with mental health problems (excluding Italy, England and Denmark - that said, there was still minimal
recognition of this). Therefore, in order to develop sport for people with mental health problems, it was
thought that it would be beneficial to understand other nations’ activities and, in particular, how each
nation promoted sport for people with mental health problems.

With the support and guidance of the Japan Sport Association for the Disabled, the organising
committee for sport for people with mental health problems was established in November 2013 to discuss
how to hold the international symposium and respective meetings.

In October 2013, individuals responsible for the promotion of sport for people with mental health
problems from eight countries met in Tokyo at the Ist International symposium on sport for people with
mental health problems. The symposium and respective meetings would be the key turning point to

develop sport for people with mental health problems internationally.
